EPIPHANY BLESSING OF HOMES
JANUARY 2, 2022

It is a very ancient practice to bless homes for the New Year during the season of Epiphany. In this we reminded of
the association of each of our homes with the Magi’s visit to the Holy Family’s home in Bethlehem. The names of'the
Magi, according to tradition, are Caspar, Melchior & Balthazar. The chalk and incense are in small envelopes that will
be blessed before Masses on the weekend of January 2/3, 2022. The faithful are invited to take an envelope with a
piece of the blessed chalk and blessed incense home with them. This is how the blessing takes place in the home:

The family gathers and the leader says:

+ In the Name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit. Amen.

Let us praise God, who fills our hearts and homes with peace.
(Al Respond) Blessed be God forever.
The Word became flesh and made his dwelling place among us. Itis Christ who enlightens our hearts and
homes with his love. It is Christ, born to us in a humble abode in Bethlehem of Judea, who is our source of
hope, joy, and comfort. May all who enter this home find Christ’s light and love.

Let us pray.
Lord, God of heaven and earth,
You revealed your only-begotten Son to every nation by the guidance of a star.
Bless this house and all who inhabit it.
Fill them with the light of Christ, that their concern for others may reflect your love.
We ask this through Christ our Lord. Amen.

May God, who provided a safe dwelling place for the Eternal Word,
bless this house and all of the people who live here,
in the Name of the Father...

The incense is placed to burn on a very hot skillet or on burning charcoal. The fragrance should fill the house. Taking
the blessed chalk, the family moves in procession through the home. Holy Water may also be sprinkled. Walking from
room to room, the participants use the chalk to inscribe over each door an inscription with the numbers of the New
Year, and the initials of the Wise Men:

20+C+M+B +22

In doing this they are invoking the intercession of these holy men for the family during the coming year. The letters also form an
acronym for Christus mansionem benedicat, “May Christ bless this house.” The letters are also initials for the names of the three
Magi. Some traditions use the letter “K* for Kaspar. While blessing, the following prayers may be used:

May all who come to our home this year rejoice to find Christ living among us; and may we seek and serve, in everyone we
meet, that same Jesus who is Lord, forever and ever. Amen.

Lord our God, bless this household. May we be blessed with health, goodness of heart, gentleness, and the keeping of your
law. We give thanks to you, Father, Son and Holy Spirit, now and for ever. Amen.

Leader: Let us praise the Lord. 4#: And give him thanks.

+ In the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.
